This policy serves to clarify how the law should be implemented and provides guidance in addressing any issues that may arise, thus creating a safe, welcoming, and non-discriminatory environment for all. 

Section 1: Equal Treatment and Non-Discrimination

1.1 Scope: This policy applies to all students, faculty, staff, visitors, and anyone affiliated with RMU.

1.2 Equal Treatment: RMU strictly prohibits any form of discrimination against transgender individuals based on their gender identity or expression in all aspects of university life, including but not limited to admissions, education, employment, and access to university resources.

Section 2: Respect for Gender Identity

2.1 Preferred Names and Pronouns: RMU acknowledges that individuals may use names and pronouns that align with their gender identity. The university will respect and use the preferred names and pronouns specified by transgender individuals in university records, communications, and interactions.

2.2 Privacy and Confidentiality: RMU values the privacy and confidentiality of transgender individuals. The university will not disclose any information regarding an individual's transgender status or gender identity without their explicit consent, except as required by law.



Section 3: Access to Facilities

3.1 Access to Facilities: RMU ensures that transgender students, faculty, and staff have access to gender-segregated facilities, such as restrooms and changing rooms, that align with their gender identity. The university will make reasonable efforts to provide gender-neutral facilities for those who prefer them.

Section 4: Prevention of Harassment

4.1 Anti-Harassment Policy: RMU is committed to creating an environment that is free from harassment, bullying, or mistreatment based on gender identity or expression. Any acts of discrimination, harassment, or intimidation against transgender individuals will be taken seriously and addressed promptly.

Section 5: Inclusive Healthcare and Support

5.1 Healthcare Services: RMU will endeavor to provide inclusive healthcare services and support for transgender students and employees. This includes access to gender-affirming healthcare and mental health services.

Section 6: Education and Awareness

6.1 Educational Programs: RMU will conduct educational programs, training sessions, and workshops to increase awareness and understanding of transgender issues and concerns among its community members.




Section 7: Compliance and Enforcement

7.1 Compliance: RMU is dedicated to ensuring the effective implementation of this non-discrimination policy. Any violation of this policy will be subject to appropriate disciplinary action, following established university procedures.

Section 8: Reporting and Resources

8.1 Reporting Incidents: Transgender individuals facing discrimination, harassment, or seeking support are encouraged to report incidents to the designated university offices or personnel responsible for addressing such concerns.

8.2 Support and Resources: RMU will provide information and resources to transgender students and employees seeking support, guidance, or relevant services.
