e Safe medical practices and blood screenings prevent hepatitis spread.

e Early diagnosis and antiviral treatments improve patient outcomes.

e  Public education campaigns can reduce hepatitis transmission.
Conclusion & Recommendations
The session successfully increased awareness about hepatitis prevention. Future initiatives should focus on expanding vaccination
coverage and improving community outreach programs.
